WOW POOL OPENS!! 

The pool opens Saturday, May 29rd, from 12 noon to 9pm.  Note that the hours of operation 

change in the early part of the pool season and that the pool will be closed for swim team home 

swim meets.  Also, opening times will be altered in the beginning 2 weeks before school is 

officially over.  Everyone must be out of the pool 15 minutes prior to 9pm to allow the staff 

sufficient time for clean up.  As usual, one lane of the pool will be roped off for lap swimming 

during the 1st hour and the last 3 hours of operation daily (12-1pm and 6-9pm).  The hours of 

operation will be Noon to 9pm throughout the season beginning in June.  May hours to be 

announced and are subject to change.  Remember during the threat of rain and or thunder / 

lightning the pool will be closed.  During thunder and lightning storms the grounds must be 

evacuated for safety reasons.  Please plan accordingly… 

 

IMPORTANT DATES – SPRING CLEANUP!   

Our spring clean-up days are scheduled for April 17 & 18, and May 8th, from 9am to 3pm. 

These days are necessary for the opening of the pool.  We encourage your family to contribute 

some time during these dates.  If someone in your family has any special skills (gardening, 

painting, woodwork, etc.) please contact Steve Andersen (andersen@udel.edu) our Building 

& Maintenance board member.   We can use all the manpower we can get.  Ideas are always 

welcome.

A 

description of each level of instruction will be posted along with the sign-up sheets.  Please place 

your child in the appropriate level of instruction based on their skill level.

Let's keep Oaklands a clean and safe place by giving all of our staff your cooperation and 

support by: 

 

1 Signing in when you arrive and paying for your guests. 

2 Placing all trash in the containers.   

3 Returning chairs to the edge of the deck when finished. 

4 Supervising your children in the wading pool at all times.  Remember, the guards do not 

monitor the wading pool!  Parents have responsibility for their own child in the wading 

pool!   

5 Supervising your child in the bathhouse.  There have been problems in the past with 

excessive use of the showers and misuse of paper products.  If you observe these problems, 

please report them to a staff member.  Individuals who abuse our facilities will be suspended 

from the pool. 

6 Please remember that children must be 10 years of age and have passed the deep-water test 

to stay at the pool alone.   

7 Parents must be in the pool with their child and an arms length away if they are wearing a 

floatation device or swimmies. 

8 Oaklands is a nonsmoking pool.  No smoking is allowed inside the gates.
